Jesus 
is motivated by love and in him we have the perfect 
image of God. 
 
Pilate knows the truth but is 
not interested. He has 
before him an innocent 
man but rather than being 
a witness to the truth he is 
callous and indifferent to 
the truth and to Jesus , and 
contemptuous of the hope 
of Israel that Jesus fulfils 
and transcends. Pilate is 
ruthless and politically 
motivated and in him we 
have a cruel advocate for 
the imperial rule of Caesar.  
 
The closest Pilate ever 
gets to witnessing to the 
truth is in the title he has 
nailed to the cross of 
Jesus: 

 
 

Jesus of Nazareth,  
King of the Jews
